Important
•• Read all instructions before using this product

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At a Glance
1 AUX 

connector
AUX mode. 3.5mm stereo connection for 
devices with a 3.5mm line-out or head-
phone output jack.

2 DC 5V 
charge port

Connect to a USB power source with the 
included cable to charge the device.

3 Microphone Use the device as a speakerphone when 
connected to a Bluetooth enabled cellular 
phone

4 Power 
indicator

Lights red while charging.

Turns off when the device is fully charged.

5 Light Press to turn the light on or off.

Press and hold to change the brightness 
level.
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6 + Next: Press to skip to the next track.

Volume +: Press and hold to increase the 
volume level.

7 - Previous: Press to skip to the previous 
track.

Volume –: Press and hold to decrease the 
volume level. 

8 Power: Press and hold to turn the speaker 
on or off.

Play/Pause: Press to start, pause, or re-
sume playback.

Phone functions: Press or press and hold 
when connected to a Bluetooth enabled 
phone.

Indicator

Flashing blue quickly: Bluetooth pairing 
mode.

Flashing blue slowly: Bluetooth playback 
mode.

Steady blue: Aux-in or Bluetooth device is 
connected.

10 Port 
Protector

Close the rubber flap to protect the 
speaker from moisture.

(Note: Some of the above functions can be used in Bluetooth 
mode only.)
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Connecting Power
Your speaker has an integrated rechargeable battery. 
Upon initial use, the battery should be charged fully to 
ensure optimal performance and battery life.

Use the included USB charging cable to connect the 
speaker to a USB power source to charge the battery. 

•• Connect the small end of the cable to the DC 5V 
Charge Port [2] of the unit.

•• Connect the large end of the cable to a high-power 
USB port of a computer. The computer should be 
powered on.

⚠⚠ The battery used in this device may pres-
ent a fire or chemical burn if mistreated. 
Do not disassemble, incinerate, or heat the 
battery. Do not leave the battery in a place 
subject to direct sunlight, or in a car with its 
windows closed.

Do not connect the unit to a power source 
other than that which is indicated here or on 
the label as this may result in the risk of fire 
or electric shock. 

The Power Indicator [4] will light a steady red when the 
battery is charging. When charging is complete, the in-
dicator will turn off.

LL It takes approximately 4 hours to charge 
the unit fully when connected to a stan-
dard USB port.

⚠⚠ Do not charge the unit for more than 6 
hours to optimize the lifetime performance 
of the battery.
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Using Bluetooth® Mode
Pairing a Device with Bluetooth® 
A device must be paired with the speaker before using 
them together for the first time. 

Make sure Bluetooth is enabled on your device before 
attempting to pair it. 

When you turn on the speaker, it will automatically 
search for a paired device. If it finds a paired device, 
it will connect to it automatically, and you’re ready to 
play music from that device.

If it does not detect a paired device, it will switch to 
Pairing mode (the Status indicator [9] will flash blue 
and the speaker will emit a tone). When the speaker is 
in Pairing Mode, it will announce itself to nearby Blue-
tooth devices and accept pairing requests from them 

1.	 The speaker will announce itself as “NAXA NAS-
3076.” Use your device to search for nearby Blue-
tooth devices. (This function is usually in the 
Bluetooth settings menu; refer to your device’s in-

struction manual to learn more.)

2.	 Select “NAXA NAS-3076” from the list of found de-
vices.

3.	 If your device asks for a passcode, use “0000” to 
complete the pairing process.

When the speaker is paired and connected to a device, 
the speaker will beep and the Status indicator [9] will 
light a steady blue.

LL To enter pairing mode when the speaker 
is already on, turn it off and then back on 
again.

Bluetooth® Speaker Controls
When the speaker is connected to a Bluetooth® device:

To do this... ...do this

Start, pause, or resume audio 
playback

Press .

Skip to the previous track Press -.

Skip to the next track Press +.

Adjust the volume level Press and hold - or +.
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LL You may also use your device to control 
playback. Some devices may not support 
remote Bluetooth® controls.

Bluetooth® Phone Controls
When the speaker is connected to a Bluetooth® device:

To do this... ...do this

Answer an incoming call Press 

Reject an incoming call Press and hold 

End the current call Press 

Redial the last number Press  twice quickly.

Using the AUX Input 
Connector
Connect devices without Bluetooth® by using the AUX 
connection. A 3.5mm stereo patch cable is required to 
make this connection.

1.	 Use the included AUX cable to connect the device’s 
headphone or line-out jack to the AUX connector 
[1] found on the side of the speaker.

2.	 Turn on the device and the speaker. Lower the vol-
ume on both.

3.	 Set the device volume to 80% of its maximum and 
then start playback.

4.	 Press and hold + [6] to increase the volume gradu-
ally to a comfortable level.

LL Use the connected AUX device to control 
all functions in AUX mode. The speaker can 
only be used to adjust the volume.

When the speaker detects an AUX cable, it will auto-
matically switch away from Bluetooth mode.
