2. PREVIOUS: Select previous track in USB/Memory Card Modes, Select previous preset
frequency in FM mode

3. PLAY/PAUSE: Play or Pause in BT/USB/Memory Card Mode, Scan for available frequencies
in FM Mode, Mute in Aux Mode.

4. NEXT: Select next track in USB/Memory Card Modes, Select next preset frequency in FM
mode

5. DC 5V IN: Use included power adaptor to charge unit.

6. AUX: Connect external media player using 3.5mm line in cable (Cable not included)

7. ROTARY POWER/VOLUME CONTROL: Turn counter-clockwise until you hear “click” sound to
turn off, turn clockwise until you hear “click” sound to turn on. Turn Clockwise to Increase
volume/Turn counter-clockwise to Decrease Volume

8. MODE: Toggle between source BT/USB/Memory Card/FM/Aux

9. REPEAT: press once to repeat current track, press again to repeat all tracks.

10. RECORD: Long press to record on your USB or Multimedia Card while using Microphone
with unit. Plug USB or memory card with enough blank space to record. Once finished
recording press again to stop and playback recording.

11. MEMORY CARD INPUT: Insert Memory card to listen stored tracks

12. MICROPHONE INPUT: (MICROPHONE NOT INCLUDED): Plug in Microphone for Karaoke

13. USB SLOT: Insert USB Drive to listen stored tracks



REMOTE CONTROL

1. Standby: Press to put unit on standby mode
2. Mode: Press to toggle — Bluetooth, USB,
Memory Card, FM, Aux modes

3. Mute: Mute Sound

4. Volume Increase: Increase Volume

5. Next: Press for Next track in USB & Memory
Card mode. Press for Next preset memory in FM
Mode

6. EQ: Select EQ mode.

7. Play/Pause: Press to Play/Pause in USB,
Memory Card, or Bluetooth mode, Press to
Mute in Aux Mode, Press to Scan FM stations in
FM mode.

8. Stop: Stop current track

9. Previous: Press for Previous track in USB &
Memory Card mode. Press for previous preset
memory in FM Mode

10. Volume Decrease: Reduce Volume

11. Repeat: Press to repeat track

12. 0-9 Number Pad: Press to select track
number in USB or Memory Card mode



PAIRING A BLUETOOTH® DEVICE

Use Bluetooth® mode to stream music from a Bluetooth® enabled player
(e.g., smartphone or tablet device). A device must be paired with the unit
before using them together for first time

1. Make sure Bluetooth® is enabled on your device and that it is next to the
unit before attempting to pair it

2. Turn on the DJ Speaker and set it to Bluetooth® mode (Press the MODE
Button). The speaker will automatically enter pairing mode and make a
beeping sound.

3. Use your device to search for nearby Bluetooth devices. The Speaker will
be listed as “SOUND PRO NDS-6001" (This function is usually in the
Bluetooth® settings menu; refer to your device’s instruction manual to
learn more.)

4. Select“SOUND PRO NDS-6001"from the list of found/available devices.
The speaker will make a confirmation tone that connection is successful.
You can now start playback on your connected device to begin streaming
music to the speaker.
